V přednášce bude věnována pozornost novému teoretickému uchopení ekonomické sociologie, které by 
mohlo vést k užší spolupráci obou disciplín a tak i novým poznatkům plynoucím z interdisciplinárního 
výzkumu v této oblasti.

A jaké jsou bariéry a výhledy pro 
vytvoření efektivní politiky sociálního bydlení v ČR?
